A Definite Religious Standard
· What positive/negative things come to mind when you hear the word “religion”?

· What is the cause of these negative ideas? (Lack of a standard)

· Lack of a standard largely results from the omission of prayer or failure to put prayer in the standard.  We must have something definite to which we are driving.

· This grows out of loose notions about prayer.

· Prayer helps make the standard of religion clear and places that standard high.

· Praying people seek after God and want all that he has to offer.

· When we allow others to make our standard of religion, it is generally deficient because in imitation, defects are transferred to the imitator more readily than virtues, and a second edition of a man is marred by its defects.  Therefore, our only pattern to follow is Christ, who was a man of prayer.

· Prayer guides us on the only path to God.
